The new African Command (AFRICOM) announced by President George W. Bush is intended provide a unified focus for US defense activities in Africa and is intended to enhance the inter-agency nature of security cooperation on the continent by emphasizing diplomatic and development efforts to foster human security.  Conceptually, this arrangement should be mutually beneficial — to the US and African countries.  However, for this initiative to be effective, it requires a better understanding and strong partnership and deeper inter-agency cooperation than has been the case in the U.S. historically. 

In spite of a number of efforts to explain this initiative a number of concerns and misconceptions persist among African military and civilian leaders.  These range from broad conspiracy theories, mistrust of US intentions, and erroneous mischaracterizations.  This research project will complement other ongoing public awareness and constituency-building efforts by providing detailed African insights from military, government, civil society and regional/sub-regional perspectives.

This book is made up of papers by African practitioners and policy scholars on African perceptions of the new US Africa Command.  The timing of this research is directed at being of optimum utility to AFRICOM which is supposed to complete design in the next twelve months and to become fully operation at the end of FY 2008. 
2. Louis A. Picard and Terry F. Buss, A Fragile Balance, Re-examining the History of Foreign Aid, Security and Diplomacy (Sterling, VA: Kumarian Press, 2009). Published June of 2009; Information:  328 Pages plus Bibliography and Tables.
This book examines the issues of foreign aid, diplomacy and security issues from both a policy and an ethical dimension.  It argues that ultimately there have both been policy problems and moral ambiguities that have plagued technical assistance, diplomacy and foreign aid.  These are rooted both in the evolution of foreign aid policy over the last half century but also in the ethical and cultural assumptions that were the antecedents of state to state foreign aid as they developed prior to and in the wake of the Second World War.

The book provides a broad historical narrative of foreign aid, international security and diplomacy and emphasizes the importance human development rather than economic development.


The failures of foreign aid have drawn many assumptions into stark focus: the assumption that aid is reaching the bottom end of the socio-economic ladder, that those most capable of forming policy are in the Western academy, that decisions about where aid should go can be separated from culture and history. Picard and Buss suggest that continuing to discuss aid’s problems using tired ideas won’t work. They take an unconventional approach by placing aid in the context of larger security and foreign policy goals and by extending the history of aid prior to WWII and into the 19th century.


Simplifying the complex world of foreign aid with all its diversity and meanings, the book serves as a contemporary introduction to a surprisingly old idea. A Fragile Balance adopts both a policy and a normative perspective, allowing readers to really get around the issues. It reveals the problems that remain and importantly, what can be done to fix the system. This text will serve as an invaluable introduction to undergraduate and graduate students studying foreign policy, security studies and economic development, but will also appeal to practitioners who want a fresh view of the so-called "three Ds" of diplomacy, defense and development.
