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Note:  This field course is required for all PhD students. It is also available as an elective for Masters students. At the PhD level, it is one of NINE classes available to PhD students working on Development Studies.  The Other courses are:

Please note that the section of PIA 2501 taught by the present instructor contains significant reading on Development Theory that is not replicated in this syllabus. For those who are thinking of taking the development studies comprehensive, you are welcome to sit in on the other course and undertake to absorb as much of the reading as you can. Please consult your advisor as to which courses, if any, you should take in addition to this reading seminar.
Overview:  
The purpose of this course is to talk about theories and concepts relating to international development and it is a survey course targeted at all PhD students in GSPIA.  The course can be taken on a pass/fail basis or for a "grade" for those who need it.  Students who do not need it for credit, are encouraged to take the course "for free," i.e. to attend and participate in the course but not register for it if you don't need the credits.  If you have any doubts about what you should do discuss your problem with the instructor.

There is no reading list as such.  However, I will provide some guidelines through the “books about books" on international development that I have included in the syllabus.  These books about books are not a substitute for the real classics of development that you need to be familiar with when you take comprehensive exams. Each week I will also provide reference to several "golden oldies," classical articles or book chapters that might be read in its original. 
Basic reading for Development Policy and Management is provided on the syllabus for my course, PIA 2501 available on my website. All books are to be put on reserve if they are available.  Only the so-called “required” books have been ordered through the bookstore but many of these books can be ordered, new or used, through amazon.com, half.com or one of the other dot-coms on the internet. Some older readings are also in the public domain (or are in article form) and can be uploaded for free. Where noted a version of the book chapter or article is available on line. If you have any problems accessing any reading please contact the graduate assistant for the course.
The list provided below is not intended to replace any of the PhD comprehensive guides that have been prepared by international development faculty or syllabi for courses offered by the International Development division.  It is complemented by the reading list provided in my syllabus for PIA 2501, Development Management and Policy. The latter in particular should be considered a pre-requisite for this course though it can be audited, as long as you do the reading, and PIA 2501 can provide a greater base for understanding development. To reiterate: if you have not taken my course, PIA 2501 you should plan on reading the material in that course along with the material listed here as part of your preparation for the development comprehensives.  It is expected that students taking comprehensive exams will have read all of this material as well as other material in the comprehensive list and from other courses listed above. 

Each session will be informal and divided into four parts: First, the instructor will present some guidelines in terms of reading and thinking about the literature for that day's focus; Second, we will have a discussion of a "golden oldie," our weekly literary map, and theme summary (the grand synthesis). Thirdly, there will be a general discussion of some of the themes and issues that come out of the literature; finally, we will discuss questions and concerns from participants in the seminar.  When we have finished we'll leave.

Requirements: Each student will prepare the following materials on a rotating basis using power point slides.  You can expect to prepare up to four presentations in the course of the next fifteen weeks. The final version of the syllabus will show assignments for the presentations: 
I. Contents of Presentations:

1. Golden Oldies- presentation based on readings in this category- 3-4 slides.
2. Literary Maps:  Preparation of map or diagram of significant temporal and conceptual relationships along with a 5-6 sentence summary of major themes of the session. (1-2 slides).
3. Synthesis or Conceptual Themes Presentation: Brief presentation of the major conceptual themes for each topic. (1-2 slides).
The total for each presentation will be no more than 8-10 slides. At the end of each presentation these are to be brought together and put on the website for future reference. Note: these are not to be long summaries of readings but short pithy connecting points of concepts and theories.
II.  Each student in the class will pick out one book from the complete PhD list of readings for International Development and will prepare an present an overview of the book for the rest of the class on the session of class prior to the final exam.
III. There will be a “final mock” comprehensive set of questions (two) which will constitute the final exam.
The course presentations will constitute 50% of the final grade and the mock comprehensive questions will constitute the other 50%.
