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Purpose of the Course:
This course is designed to introduce students to the basic concepts, organizations patterns and legal and policy assumptions of privatization and contracting out. Among the topics to be covered are governance reform, privatization, program and project implementation and evaluation, public-private partnerships, and the contracting out process.  Focus will be on both the knowledge needed to engage in contracting and a discussion of some of the limitations and prospects of the contracting out process, particularly in the areas of public management and international development and security.
Students will be encouraged to choose one of two tracks in approaching the reading.  Track one focuses on Domestic U.S. programs and policies with some comparison with other developed country systems. These readings are labeled (PUA).  The other track focuses on foreign aid and security policy and is labeled (IA/ID).  There are also an expanded group of readings for PhD students (PhD).  A few readings are assigned to all students.(AS)  If you have questions with regard to these choices please speak with the instructor.
